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Is Our Universe
a “Black Hole”?

Could it be possible that our Universe is one of numerous “black holes” in the material world?

In 1979 the scientists of the Institute of Nuclear Physics of the Academy of Sciences of the
USSR (Alma-Ata) published the experimental evidence of the fact that the smallest indivisible
quanta and indeterminacy principles are not objective factors of the material world [1]. The
concepts of the smallest indivisible quanta of energy emerged after physicists had adequate
structural models of atoms because of the improper negligence of ether and its resistance to
motion of microscopic objects and absurd refusal to account for magnetic interactions among
microobjects.

Consideration of these factors would allow for building adequate structural models of
microscopic objects and obtaining new, detailed data on properties of microobjects unavailable
to quantum theory. Could these findings be used to learn something new concerning the issue of

Therefore it should
be expected that the “black hole” Schwarzschield sphere contains material objects of M, Mo,
Ms,... matter organization levels.

As soon as the “black hole” matter temperature falls down to ether “condensation”
temperature primary composite ethereal objects appear first (ethereal countertypes of protons and
photons) followed by increasingly more complex compounds of primitive ethereal objects.

Now let us assume that our Universe is a “black hole” in part of AM.; matter organization level
which primitive objects are vortex-like objects formed y electrons and other electronlike
microscopic objects and My neutrons. If we could look beyond the Schwarzschield sphere that
limits our Universe we would find a chaotic movement of free primitive objects of My, M,
M,,... matter organization level. Do not you find such a similarity interesting?

In times of that engraving our ancestors knew nothing not only about Schwarzschield spheres
but even about gravitation existence. The probability of such similarity having been accidental is
so low that it is hard to believe it was accidental. Such similarity is most likely due to
information about our Universe structure having been made available to our ancestors from a
higher Reason.

The possible existence of A; material world organization level gives grounds for the
assumption that beside Mo, M, M,,... matter organization levels corresponding to disintegration
of primitive matter objects there is infinite sequence of My, M., M.,,... matter organization
levels corresponding to integration of the same.
