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Abstract: Establishment dogma has a false worldview, they have justified compartmentalization of stars with 
classification based on mass. Stars were classified to be mutually exclusive of planets/exoplanets, yet a star is a 

young hot exoplanet/planet. The stars lose mass as they evolve. 

 
 

 
 
 
 There is an illusion of stable characteristics of stars based on the scientific communities' obsession 
with compartmentalization due to over-classification. Their worldview is that a star's evolutionary 
timeline is physically compartmentalized based on its current characteristics (its mass). They do not 
realize their worldview is the foundation for what they can understand, not the theory. Remove their 
boxes (compartments) by allowing the star to lose mass (the mass loss principle of stellar 
metamorphosis), then you will have the worldview that is appropriate for 21st century science.
