Origin of the word TAPTAPUS (TARTARY)

Tartary, also called Great Tartary, which ideologically opposes Europe, is shown in Fig. 1.
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Fig. 1. Great Tartary

Its boundaries are provisional and approximate. In general, it is located from the Arctic
Ocean to Turkey and the Caucasus, and from the Don and Volga to the Pacific Ocean.

The Volga is indeed a space dividing and difficult to overcome obstacle like the artificially
created Great Wall of China and other land walls. The fact that such an obstacle could indicate a
natural geographical border is evidenced by such names as the left-bank and right-bank Ukraine,
shared by the Dnieper River.

Europe and Russia are located on one side of the VVolga border, and Great Tartary is located
on the other side of the border.

The origin of the name TARTARY is an etymological problem that is usually solved by
flipping through foreign-language dictionaries in search of words that partly resemble the name, but
it is unacceptable in this case, since this vast area should have been known by its name to a
multitude of languages and peoples that are not the creators of this name. But let us turn to these
interpretations to see once again that they are scientifically unsound and accidental.

However, it quickly becomes clear that there are not many people willing to give this word
any interpretation. Actually, virtually no one.

""Scientific" etymology
First, Wikipedia's opinion.

"The names Tartary and Tartars come from the ethnonym Tatars, which were used in
ancient times to refer to all Turkic and Mongolian peoples, not too distinguishing them by
language and nationality.

Europe learned about the Tatars during the invasions of Genghis Khan's troops and his
descendants, but information on them and their states remained extremely scarce and
fragmentary until the 19th century.

The name turned into "tartars™ for the Western Europeans because of the contamination
with Tartar, that meant both the deepest areas of hell and distant unknown areas of the
Earth in the Middle Ages[3].

As it is more picturesquely said in the Russian academic edition of 1846

"The Europeans see the Tartars as a people carrying the horrors and the end of the
world, and this word has become commonplace, hinting at the origin of the enemies of
Christianity from the pagan Tartar."

So, the first opinion is TARTARY comes from the word TATARS. The TATARS, in turn,
must be thought of as originating from the name TARTARY. The logical circle is closing. In
addition, the TATARS prefer to call themselves Bulgars, i.e. the Russian word TATAPAI
(TATARS) is not their self-name. But Bulgars are also the Russian word — a slight distortion from
BOJITAPH (Volga Bulgars), i.e. residents of the VVolga region. And this is not a self-name too.

Further, according to the dictionaries of V. I. Dal, I. I. Sreznevsky, Tartarus (ancient Greek
tartaros) is the underworld, abyss, the kingdom of the dead, where Zeus threw down the titans.

This is a retelling of the European perception of TARTARY in the form of an "ancient"
Greek myth.

And finally, Vasmer.

Hence, with an expressive expansion: mapmapapwi: npoganucy mvl 6 mapmapapuvt (go
down the drain), which corresponds to no. Tapnapa, see Sobolevsky, RFV 66, 347; Melnikov
6,125, 7, 34; Dal 4, 727. Closer to mapapa, mapapul."

The latter is not interested in any people of TATARS, but the Western attitude to
TARTARY is accepted like hot cakes, as well as any anti-Russian versions.

According to Vasmer, the word is Greek, of course. The Greeks have never been to Tartary
but, of course, managed to invent the name together with the myth.

The general conclusion is that there is no real etymology of the name TARTARY. And it
should still be found.

Real etymology

First, let us note that the word is formed by two identical parts 74P+TAP (TAR+TAR).

Doubling words in all languages, particularly Russian, always means something big or
great. For example, MA+MA, PA+PA, POO-POO, NAN+NA, DA-DA - the designation of large
adults in relation to small children. Or IJAPh+I][APbH (meaning the great Emperor), "my thoughts,
my thoughts” (Shevchenko's phrase that means great thoughts or thoughts about the great).

Also doubles YES-YES, NO-NO, meaning a great YES and NO.

Or THANK YOU-THANK YOU, HELLO-HELLO also mean thank you very much or hello
very much.

The triplication YES YES YES already means "exactly”, and NO NO NO means "in no
case".

So, doubling the word TAR+TAR means big or great TAR. This is sorted out. It remains to
find out the meaning of the word TAR. It is one of initial simple Russian words. And what other
similar simple words are known to us?

First, /74 (YES), meaning consent. In the original pairwise contradiction, it is //4-A/], where
A/l is a disagreement.

Let's see how the word JIA (YES) is interpreted by the "scientific" etymology.

Word: oa

Meaning: adverb, union, so that, even; Old East Slavic: oa, Old Church Slavonic: oa
iva, kai, éav, diia, o¢ (Supr.), Bulgarian: oa "and; but; to", Serbo-Croatian: da "t0", oal,
Slovenian: da "to", Old Czech: da "truly, of course"”, Polish: da "to", etc.

Etymology: usually attributed to the index pronoun along with *di-, Old Prussian: din

but da as "(so) that" resembles a Russian let’s and is interpreted as *do "give, let"; see B.
Schultze at Frankel, IF 43, 304 and above. See damp.

It is clear that it is ancient Prussian, Avestan, Old Persian and Greek-Latin. In short, non-
Russian. The Russian can't even express a consent with his own word.

The variant of pronunciation of the word /{4 is TA. Pairwise contradiction /JA-A/] also
corresponds to the pronunciation 74-AT.

14 or TA, meaning consent, form paired contradictions 4/7 or AT, meaning disagreement.

Examples of disagreement with AT: AT-eanu (omearu — Get lost!)», AT+kionumo
(omxnonums — decline). Here, the unstressed AT is recorded as OT with loss of understanding of its
origin and meaning.

Since the word OT with the variant of pronunciation O also exists in spatial or temporal
meaning, forming another pair of local negation OT-TO with the variant of pronunciation O4-/{O:
O/l+cenv (omcenv — from here), [O+cenw (docene — up to now) in the meaning CAMOE TO (real
deal), where the first OT is an abbreviation of the word BOT.

The word /A (YES) develops to /JAP that means voluntary giving, donation, in
contradiction with PA4/] that means receiving.

What does "scientific" etymology tell us?

Quote:

And that is your
science?..

Local negation /J4P-PA/] forms an initial contradiction, denoting the opposite sensations of
giving and receiving.

The pronunciation variant JJAP-TAP is completely like the pronunciation variant /JA-TA.

In other words, the etymology of the Russian word TAP is just /JAP. The expression C+/JAP
variant is the word C+TAP. CTAP (old) is a man C /[APom (with a gift) of knowledge, endowed
with life experience.

Let's turn our backs on the perception of the world by "uncivilized" people. According to
Marxists, they are constantly afraid of the mysterious forces of nature that "made™ them to invent all
sorts of gods, allegedly completely overcome by “civilized" people, but this is not confirmed by
these "savages".

Here is a very vivid artistic example.

There is a very unpleasant place on Earth, the Kalahari Desert, which is left even by animals
but not by people during the dry season.

In other words, the earth and all the objects surrounding them are certainly the gift of the
gods.

And how should people living in much more favourable conditions perceive their Earth?
Naturally, as a gift of Gods too and priceless gift (/J4P). The very name TAP is a pronunciation
variant of the Russian word /JAP.

So, the word TAR (74P), undoubtedly, means the 74P (gift), and its doubling in the word
TAR + TARYy = Great gift, sacrificed to people by the gods.

As the word TAP (TAR) was further replaced by PYChH (Rus'), double pronunciation ceased
to be used, but its meaning was fully preserved in the expression Great Russia or Velikorossiya.

Europe and the West are HEPYCH (Non-Russian, similar to HEJKUTH — undead) by
definition, the opposite of Russia in everything. Europe is "cultural”, Russia is bullshit. There is an
idiom: What's good for the Russian is death for the German (or the Europeans, who also include
Greeks) that means the same as One man's meat is another man's poison. That is why the Western
understanding of Tartary is strictly the opposite: TAR is not a divine gift (as the Russians believe),
but A/ (hell), and TAR + TAR is GREAT or GREAT HELL. The residents of Tartary revered it as
a Divine gift.

The second vowel in Tartary is under stress, so its pronunciation and recording are quite
Clear.

Fortunately, the first vowel is also written in the same way, otherwise it would be difficult to
understand its doubling. There are also words in which it becomes unstressed, misspelled as O. For
example, the word TOPOBATBIN (generous). What does this word mean and what are its
interpretations? Their multiplicity and diversity are amazing.

Well, at least Vasmer offers the equivalent TAPOBATBIU. But "Linked to mepems
(rub)"?..

Taken together, this means that the origin and meaning of this Russian word are known only
approximately within the framework of national etymology, in this case taken as a scientific one.

The exact meaning and etymology of the word are as follows: TOPosamuiii (TAPosamutit) =
HAPosumuiii = O+/[APennwiri (gifted with something, such as knowledge or ability) = C + JAPOM
(with gift), as well as C + TAPwui (learned, wise and experienced old man).

TARTARIN of TARASCON

Of course, the French author Alphonse Daudet is not our subject, but it is worth mentioning
the names TARTARIN and TARASCON, which do not have a clear etymology.

While it is undoubtedly Russian and extremely simple. TARTARIN (TAP+TAP+EH)
simply means A BIG OR INVALUABLE GIFT — nice name for a braggart.

As for the TARASCON (TAPACKOH), it is disclosed as a /JAP+I"ACKOHHMH, which is a
slight distortion of the Russian JAP+I"OCIIOJEHB (Gift of God).

The name I'”ACKOHA (Gascogne) is an abbreviation of ’OCI1IO/{HA (God), because before
it belonged to the religious ORDER, i.e. was part of the Russian HORDE.

HORDE

The word OP+/]A (horde) meant the agreed (unanimous) OP (scream). It is a battle cry. Its
content is as follows: — YP-PA! (hurray!) The first part ¥P is a bear growl, ending with a rabid
scream A-A-A of those throwing themselves into the attack.

Note also that the name TAPO (tarot) may mean //APosanneie (gifted above). Or C+TAPvie
(ancient).
